In modern economic conditions, added value is subject to in-depth study
both in Ukraine and abroad, but there is no clear formulation of this concept, as
well as its content and composition and methods of calculation.

Value added is part of the value of a product that was created in this
organization, the difference between the value of sales and purchased goods and
services.

A prerequisite for its occurrence was the formation of class employees,
free, but devoid of ownership of the means of production and manufactured
product. They needed to sell their labor to obtain the necessary benefits for them-
selves and their family members.

The process of adding value goes through three stages: pre-production
(standardization, research and development, design, development of own design
solutions), production (production, assembly) and post-production (logistics,
marketing, brand formation). Participation in the first and third stages according
to expert estimates brings companies higher incomes than participating in the
second stage of production.

The work carried out in the work on the definition and composition of
this category proved that the value added is the balance (difference) between the
amount of investments for the purchase of raw materials and materials for the
production of products, the cost of work of employees, their intellectual capital
and the profit from its implementation.

Intellectual capital, intangible assets of the enterprise are among the most
important levers that form the basis of'its added value, increase the capitalization
of the company, the company, which allows the most valuable of them to par-
ticipate in the annual ratings of competitiveness and cost of capitalization of the
most valuable brands of the world.

To measure economic profit, there are several similar economic indica-
tors, the most popular of which was the criterion of economic value added (eco-
nomic value added - EVA), defined as the difference between the net (after de-
ducting taxes), the enterprise's income from operating activities and the cost of
investing capital. The positive value of EVA in the analysis of any period of the
enterprise indicates its value increase, the negative says the decrease in the value
of the enterprise.

growth and efficiency of the use of investment resources; development and in-
tensity of investment activity of the enterprise. A methodical approach to the
assessment of the enterprise's investment activity is proposed, taking into ac-
count the value added factor, which includes three blocks: the stages of deter-
mining the level of the enterprise's investment activity, the stages of estimating
the gross value added, the formation of the positioning matrix of enterprises,
depending on the level of investment activity and gross value added. The es-
sence of the proposed methodical approach is the formation, based on the expert
method, of a system of indicators that characterize the investment activity and
indicators that affect the value of the gross added value of enterprises; carrying
out of calculation on the basis of use of methods of the main components and an
integral indicator of investment activity and gross added cost of the enterprise.
This approach makes it possible to objectively, reliably, comprehensively and
thoroughly assess the level of investment activity taking into account the factor
of added value. The matrix of positioning of enterprises is formed on the basis
ofthe level of integrated indicators of investment activity and gross added value.
For each area of investment activity includes measures to improve its level, tak-
ing into account changes in the level of gross value added of enterprises. The
matrix is universal for enterprises of different types of economic activity. The
main principle of its construction is a mutual comparison of integral indicators
of investment activity and gross added value of the enterprise.

The need to use the modeling method to study the influence of human
capital on the formation of value added is due to the fact that, as a result of the
formation of the information economy, the areas of practical application of the
theory of human capital are expanding substantially.

The purpose of the article is a comparative analysis of some approaches
to modeling the impact of human capital on value added in the economy.
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The conclusion is drawn about the existence of mutual influence of the
technical and technological level of production and development of human cap-
ital due to the free distribution (diffusion) of knowledge between workers and
enterprises. The use of obsolete technologies in production, the increase in
equipment wear due to a decrease in the volume of fixed capital investment, in
contrast, lead to significant losses of the human capital of enterprises. The dis-
crepancy between the available and necessary skills, abilities and competence
of personnel to work with new equipment and software is a factor that hinders
the growth of value added, as this reduces the level of susceptibility of enter-
prises to the penetration of innovations.

It is proposed to use economic growth models based on the neo-classical
Solow growth model, such as the Arrow-Romer model, the Lucas model, the
Mankiw-Romer-Weil model for modeling the impact of human capital on value
added in the economy.

The use of the Arrow-Romer model is possible due to a formalized rela-
tionship between the levels of personnel accumulated in the process of
knowledge work and labor equipping. To analyze the impact of the accumula-
tion of human capital on value added in the economy allows the model of Lucas,
based on an assessment of external and internal effects of human capital on the
production of final products. The Mankiw-Romer-Weil model allows you to
forecast the necessary level of investment in human capital with the given re-
source productivity and the level of added value of products.

Prospects for research in this direction are the further empirical studies
of the influence of human capital on the formation of value added in the Ukrain-
ian economy, taking into account the tendencies towards deindustrialization of
the country's economy.

A survey of a number of coal-mining enterprises testifies to the insuffi-
ciently effective organization of their marketing activities as a result of an im-
perfect system of contractual relationships with consumers, without taking into
account the specifics of their servicing of various categories. At the same time,
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the activities of coal-mining enterprises depend on the influence of such finan-
cial and economic conditions as debts for sold coal products, changes in con-
tractual relationships between consumers, limitation of financial resources, in-
stability of demand for coal (surplus or deficit). In this regard, there has been a
trend of rising costs for the organization of sales activities and a reduction in the
volume of sales of coal products. The analysis of dynamics of indicators of mar-
keting activity of coal-mining enterprises is made.

Determined that to solve the problems it is not enough to effectively or-
ganize the marketing activity of coal-mining enterprises in the current condi-

products.

The expected economic effect from the implementation of measures to
improve the organization of marketing activities of the coal-mining enterprise is
calculated. It consist of saving sales costs as a result of increasing the level of
consistency between the enterprise and the loading and transport department
when concluding contracts for the provision of transportation services; the for-
mation of optimal schedules for the movement of wagons; rational use of wag-
ons for carrying capacity; reduction of time for servicing consumers of coal
products.

Venzhega R.V. The experience of strategic planning for the development
of the Ukrainian coal industry. — P. 110.

The article analyzes strategies for the development of the coal industry
in Ukraine and Russia, reveals their substantial features. The financial, eco-
nomic, social, institutional and environmental priorities of the development of
the coal industry are discussed, which are set out in the programs and strategies
of Ukraine, and significant shortcomings in their implementation in practice
were revealed. For the Ukrainian economy in the coal industry, a variant of the
strategy of integrated growth is considered — combining prospective coal enter-
prises in vertically integrated structures, as well as reducing the number of un-
profitable enterprises that don't have prospects for further development, retrain-
ing workers for work in related industries. Analysis of development programs
of the coal industry has revealed a number of important points. In Ukraine, the
industry has problems with privatization, subsidies continue to be allocated to
support these enterprises; In connection with the fighting, the railway infrastruc-
ture has been destroyed, but before it worked efficiently; no modernization of
equipment was carried out in mines in state ownership, therefore coal was not
in demand in the world market (about 70% of state mines work without recon-
struction for 30 years). Among the problems it is necessary to single out non-
competitive products in the world market due to high production costs, as well
as alternatives to the coal industry in the energy sector, insufficient innovative
potential, shortage of qualified labor, social problems associated with unem-
ployment. The analysis showed that the Ukrainian economy should be oriented
towards the strategy of integrated growth in the coal industry, which provides
for the merger of promising coal enterprises that produce coal for coke chemis-
try into vertically integrated structures through privatization, as well as cutting
costs (closing unprofitable mines), providing of jobs for workers in the coal in-
dustry by retraining young professionals for related industries: coke chemistry,
metallurgy, energy, payment of social benefits to employees. The main message
for the industry to exit the crisis in Ukraine should be the effective and close
interaction of the state, business and science for the preparation of joint pro-
grams, projects, strategies, concepts, scientific and methodological support of
which is a promising direction of research in this direction.
