(WITHOUT) HUMAN FIELDS BE-
TWEEN LVIV AND BELZ IN THE XIII
CENTURY

The article deals with the name “Belz fields”,
which is mentioned in the chronicle when descri-
bing the fire in the Holm (1256). The logic of the
chronicle narrative and the natural features of the
Little Polissya allow localization of the Belz fields
on the plains between Lviv and Belz. Until now,
these fields were treated exclusively as unoccupied
and unbuilt territories, which in the XIII cen-
tury were were extremely unfavorable for living
and economic activity. This opinion is critically
analyzed on the background of the consideration
of two distinct “stress factors” that could have in-
fluenced the settlement system of the Upper Bug in
the first half of the XIII century: the invasion of the
Mongols and possible natural disasters. The the-
sis about desertification of the Belz fields is denied
also by archeology, which witnesses the intensive
processes of settlement in the upper reaches of the
Western Bug, which had favorable natural condi-
tions for agriculture and farming here. This cor-
relates with the written sources according to which
the fields were actively assimilated by the then
people as fields of wheat, pasture and hayfields.

THE BELL OF SAINT GEORGE,
1341/1342 A. D.: BETWEEN LVIV, PLOCK,
SAINT PETERSBURG, AND TREBOWLA

The present paper analyses the historiogra-
phy of researches on the bell of 6849 AM from
the cathedral of Saint George in Lviv, Ukraine,
and estimates the potential of its Cyrillic inscrip-
tion and chemical composition of its copper al-
loy as historical sources. The author publishes
for the first time the photographs of the bell and
the tracing of its inscription made at the end of
the 19th century, probably by Isidor Szaranie-
wicz. All materials were send to the Imperial
Arcaheological Commission in St Petersburg,
Russia, in 1897 via Polish Academy of Arts and
Sciences in Krakow thank to efforts of Gregory
Worobjow, Russian administrative official in
Plock, Kingdom of Poland, and the researcher of
the Polish history. The author notes the lack of
serious publication on the bell in Russian histo-
riography, where the erroneous opinion that the
bell was originally made for the monastery of St.
George in Trembowla was established. The name
of the bell “trembowelski” should be explained by
its dedication to the Icon of the Mother of God
transferred to Lviv from Trembowla in 1675 AD.
The article indicates the date of the manufactur-
ing of the bell as the second half of 1341 — Febru-
ary 1342 AD. This period corresponds well to the
new political situation in the region after recon-
ciling between Lvov and Polish King Casimir I11
the Great, arriving of the European merchants
and craftsmen in the city, and active circulation
into the city of Prague groschens that created
economic circumstances for the production of the
bell. The article also notes that the production
of new bells in the 1340s was very characteris-
tic of the whole of Europe. The author interprets
the high content of antimony in the metal of the
bell (6%) by the insufficient level of the master’s
qualifications, as well as by the initial stage of

The
author confirms that the bell was made by a Eu-
ropean master, while Yakov Skora was only a cal-
ligrapher, and gives the proof that the inscription
itself can not be used as evidence of the construc-
tion of a new cathedral of St. George in 1341 AD.
