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of the recent years is the implementation of such a national policy that
would create an optimal interests balance of Ukrainians, as the titular
nation, and representatives of other nationalities. And it should also
contribute to the harmonious development of all cultures. Therefore,
an appeal to the historical experience of interethnic relations in the
Ukrainian SSR is of scientific interest. The regional direction of this
issue studying is perspective from the point of view of the effectiveness
estimation of localization of the ukrainization process.

The end of 1925 was marked by the summing up of the first results
of the Ukrainianization of the Soviet apparatus. The Nizhyn Oblast
Commission sent a report to the Central Committee on Ukrainization,
informing that 484 employees attended courses from 23 Soviet institutions.
The results were not encouraging: 30 % of officials were fluent in
Ukrainian, 36 % were poorly spoken, and 34 % had limited vocabulary
at all. «As for individual institutions, the most employees know the
Ukrainian language: in the district executive committee — 75%, in judicial
institutions — 60 %, in the educational system — 90 %. They do not know
Ukrainian specialty at all (technicians, agronomists, doctors). In rayon
institutions, the percentage of language learners was: 65 % in Bobrytsia
and Ichniansky districts; 75 % in Nizhyn, Kozelets, Bobrovytsky, Mryn
and Nosov districts; 80 % in Komarovsky and Vertievsky and 90% in the
Novobasansky district. Despite some progress, in October 1925 a letter
was signed to all districts signed by the Deputy Commissar of Education
Ya.P. Rappo emphasized the need to eliminate the shortcomings and
missteps in the Ukrainianization case. Namely: courses are attended by
50-60 % of the students, negative attitude towards Ukrainianization
by economic institutions, a considerable backlog of Ukrainianization
of the village from the district, complete absence of urban Ukrainian
language space - signs, posters, announcements, stamps, forms of
documents — all in Russian.

The article discusses issues related to the level of the Ukrainian
language proficiency by government bodies employees of the Nizhyn
district, the organization of courses for studying the Ukrainian language,
special features of ukrainization in rural areas. The article provides
statistical data showing progress in the mastering of the national
language. The Soviet party apparatus and a special district commission
exercised control over the course of ukrainization. The materials of the
inspections noted a violation of the terms of its realization, the absence
of the Ukrainian language in urban space.

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Nepotenko L.V. Chernihiv hotels in transformed housing
space in 1920s

The article is devoted to the problems of the housing space in Chernihiv
in transformed local space in 1920s. Military action of 1917-1919 led
to the crisis of all structures of everyday life. Chernihiv was suffered too.
The local housing stock was ruined. Soviet power should know all the
answers. There was more than one way to solve the problem of housing
demand: the redistribution of the housing fund with the confiscation
of the apartments of the expropriated categories; the eviction from the
apartment; the flatshare (the reduction of numbers of the living space)
and the accommodation in the abandoned houses, the owners of which
left Chernihiv after the establishment of the Soviet power.

The problem of housing demand was solved by checking into deserted
local hotels.

However, it was not enough, so they began to receive any vacant
rooms or evicted flats (one square meter for one person). The policy of
redesigning of former prerevolutionary buildings has begun. In particular,
it was subject to the religious colleges. They were closed in order to provide
housing for soldiers (in the context of housing crisis it was the excuse for
the liquidation of the religious colleges as the part of antireligious policy).

Taking into consideration the housing crisis and empty State treasury
only five of the nineteenth prerevolutionary hotels continued to work. The
others were transformed into the Soviet organizations. In the mid-1920s
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the cost of accommodation was depended upon the number of services.
In the private hotels average room rate were higher.

The reformatting of the housing fund had a great impact on the religious
space of Chernihiv. After the liquidation of two Chernihiv monasteries in
1921 all their buildings were transformed into Soviet organizations (except
the cathedrals). On the former Holy Trinity monastery two children’s homes
and the home for the disabled were open. On the Yeletskyi monastery
the kindergarten and the «hotel» were organized. Consequently, in the
effort to overcome the crisis of all structures of everyday life the direction
of urban existence was defined. As the result, most of the buildings has
been changed the primary functional profile.
