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CONCEPTUAL DISPUTE OF "TRADITIONAL"
AND "MODERNIZING" SCHOOLS IN THE STUDY
OF THE AGRARIAN HISTORY OF ANCIENT GREECE

The 1980s and 1990s were a time of “paradigm shifts” in many
branches of the history of Classical antiquity, including the history of
agriculture. However, the emergence of new approaches did not lead to the
extinction of the old ones. Their supporters vigorously debate on the pages
of numerous periodical and monographic publications. One aspect of these
discussions is the matter of this article. It is the debate over the level of
development of agrarian technologies in Ancient Greece.

The purpose of this paper is to outline the positions of the participants of
the discussion and to find out the reasons for the coexistence in con-
temporary historiography of diametrically opposed views on key aspects of
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ancient Greek agrotechnics, on its evolution, on the structure of labour
resources involved in agricultural production, and in particular on slave
labour. A comparative and interdisciplinary method of historiographic
research is used.

The confrontation between the “old” and “new” models of agrarian
history of Ancient Greece continues till now. The very nature of the sources
available confirms both views. It is quite probable that conservative
tendencies as well as progressive ones could co-exist in agriculture of
different polises. Therefore, the field for further research remains open, and
the influx of new sources, especially archaeological, archaeobotanical and
epigraphic, opens up greater possibilities for verifying existing hypotheses
and constructing new ones.

The importance of the concepts considered for the study of economic
history of the Greek Colonization worth mentioning. In most colonies, at
least in the early stages of their history, there was no land deficiency. Many
of them had an access to “slave” labuor resources: whether in the form of
“serfs” such as the Siracusan killyrians or Heraclean mariandins, or as
chattel slaves.

In addition, a number of regions explored by the Greeks were
characterized by climatic, soil and other natural conditions which were
qualitatively different from their metropolis. In this respect, they can be
considered “marginal” territories in relation to the lands of the metropolis.
This made the choras of many colonies a kind of potential landfill for
agricultural innovations.
