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THE UKRAINIAN RADICAL NATIONALISTS BEFORE
AND AFTER THE EUROMAIDAN: FROM RIGHT-WING PARTY
POLITICS TO “UNCIVIL SOCIETY”

The purpose of the research is to study the transformational processes in
Ukraine. This article provides an overview of the development of the right-
wing radical political spectrum of Ukraine before and after the "Revolution
of Dignity". The footnotes contain most of the relevant scientific literature
on this topic in Ukrainian, English, Russian and German, trends in the
complex transition of the dynamics of the main parameters of interaction
and prospects in the context of the new world order.

The continuing electoral weakness
of the Ukrainian far right after the Euromaidan and during the war is
highlighted. The main results of the work. The provided data indicate
electoral weakness and low political legitimacy of Ukrainian ultranatio-
nalists, which is a historically and comparatively important phenomenon in
Ukrainian politics and society, especially given the initially favorable
conditions for the rise of ultranationalists. In 2014-2019, after the Euro-
maidan, far-right groups became more active, forming a network of NGOs,
and created politically significant formations like the "Right Sector" and
"National Corps". The growth of public authority of the far right did not
lead to an increase of their electoral support, however. Instead, there has
been a reorientation to various projects within "uncivil society” and a
growth of the far right’s societal activity. There has also been a paradoxical
convergence of radical rights with the mainstream of Ukrainian politics in a
way untypical for Western democracies. Conclusions. Electoral party-
political ultranationalism has so far been extremely weak in post-Soviet
Ukraine. The three main political forces, VO Svoboda, Right Sector, and
National Corps, remained politically marginal after the 2013-2014 Euro-
maidan, despite their growing public popularity and growing nationalist
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sentiment. Neither the loss of Crimea nor the war in Donbas increased the
electoral support of radical nationalist groups. However, in the context of
Russia’s ongoing "hybrid war" against Ukraine, far-right activists, some-
times associated with ultranationalist political parties, have gained more
recognition in the Ukrainian public since 2014. The activities of anti-
democratic non-governmental organizations and their periodic cooperation
with the Ukrainian state require careful monitoring.
