0,31 m from the surface). The massive slab was most probably slightly dug in, though no traces of a pit were found. There
were no other finds there. Only a flint tool of the Late Palaeolithic or Mesolithic was found in the south-eastern corner of

the excavation area.

This vessel is a unique find for the Azov Sea area. It’s a quite elaborate biconic bowl with a pointed rib on a body and
rounded bottom painstakingly modelled of finely precipitated (kaolinite) clay. The vessel was adorned before firing with a
monochrome painting with narrow lines of mineral dark brown paint on the rim’s edge, on a neck, and on both sides of a
rib. The firing is qualitative; the vessel is of grey and orange colour.

An intentionally erected oriented (and dug in?) slab by which a vessel was situated allows the authors to consider an as-
semblage in Zor-Tau tract to be a ritual one. A flint tool was apparently accidentally present here; however, the possibility
of its repeated usage can not be denied. The date of the site is determined by the vessel having clear analogies among the
Tomashivka group ceramics of the Late Trypillian period (CI stage).

In the Azov Sea area, several burials of the Late Trypillian period stage CII are known. Now, there is evidence for certain
relations between the early agricultural and the steppe populations also for the earlier period (stage CI).

ANCIENT RUS MONUMENTS IN KURSK REGION
(based on the materials of archaeological prospecting by I.1. Liapushkin in 1947)

Analyzed are the Ancient Rus period finds from the sites investigated by I.I. Liapushkin in 1947. The settlements were
found on the high capes created by the curve of river-bed (Avdiyeve, Horodyshche, Kapustynychi, Lypyne, and Rylsk) or
at the place of river’s or stream’s mouth (Osmolove), as well as on the natural eminence in the river’s valley or at the swamp
(Banyshche). Fragments of wheel-made pottery (rims, walls, and bottoms) of the period from the 10" to the 13" c. are the
main category of finds. Recorded are also fragments of ceramic spindle whorls, whetstones, bone-wares (piercers and knife
handles), clay wall plastering, etc.

The sites are conditionally divided into three chronological groups. The first group includes the settlements found on the
places of hill-forts and settlements of the Early Iron Age; the second one — the sites with layers of Romny culture and from
the 10" to the 13™ c.; the third one — the settlements which were founded in the 10" ¢. and settled from the 11%" to the 13" c.
The attention is paid to the hill-forts in Rylsk and its suburbs where, apart from the materials of the 12" and the 13" c., the
ceramics fragments of the post-Mongolian period (14"—16" c.) were found.
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
