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THE VACUUM-ASSISTED VAGINAL DELIVERY — ONE OF THE FACTORS FOR INTRANATAL MORTALITY
REDUCING AT THE REGIONAL LEVEL

SUMMARY
Vacuum-assisted vaginal delivery (VAVD) is a device used to assist the delivery of a baby when the second
stage of labour has not progressed adequately. It is an alternative to a forceps delivery and caesarean section.
Introduction of ALARM International program in the Vinnitsya region was accompanied by an increase in the
frequency of use of VAVD in the clinical cases of the need forimmediate delivery. Increasing the frequency of VAVD
was associated with significant reduction in frequency of intranatal fetal death. The introduction of scientific-evidence-
based practice by training of medical personal to use plays an important role in reducing intranatal mortality.
