The Sarmatian Animal Style
and possibilities of ethnic reconstructions

Items ornamented with different images often are seen as reflected ethnic features of ancient cultures.
It is not easy to compare archaeological material with ethnical reality of the past. However, one could
try to understand their way of thinking. This information is somehow hidden in the ancient objects of
art, and it could be positively extracted from those.

For the analysis there were choosen some categories of Animal Style objects (torques, armrings, ear-
rings, vessels, ritual batons) spread on the territory between the Danube and the Volga from the 3" c.
BC to the 2™ ¢. AD. The maps show interesting tendencies in distribution of the material and different
images. This could reflect cultural changes, which took place in the Eastern Europe during the period
(fig.1-14).
