Summary. The reason for writing this article was the desire to enter into scientific use facts from little—known
sources associated with the work of the Crimean Tatar poet and teacher of the early XX century Umer Arbatly
Sami. The article provides a brief autobiographical information about the poet and some samples of his poetic
heritage included the books to read "Chodzhuklara arkadash" ("Friend of Children") which he published for
Rushdie school (high school) in 1910 and 1914. As a result of the artictic analysis of his works, is defined
thematic focus and poetic features of the lyrics of U.S. Arbatly. Educational aspect of his work is reflected in the
pages of studied textbooks, enables to believe his high pedagogical skills, teaching the students through the
grace of the poetic word. Landscape motifs dominates his lyrical heritage, promote the development of students’
knowledge about the environment and building respect for nature. Although, there are known a few works of the
teacher U. Sami in the world, his poetry is one of the fundamental principles of education of the younger
generation of the Crimean Tatars first half of the XX century. In addition, his works is amazing and little—studied
page of the Crimean Tatar Renaissance literature.

Summary. This research work is dedicated to studying the genre of the spy novel in West European literary
criticism of the 40-80™ of the XX century.
