Summary. As a result of the Great Patriotic War, Crimea had major human losses. To restore the demographic
potential, infrastructure, and national farming, the Governmental Committee of Defense recognized the need to
resettle able-bodied collective farm workers to Crimea from different regions of Russia and Ukraine. With the
goal of active settling and also a successful and quick adaption of the arriving people, a system of privileges was
introduced and implemented. It implied the compensation of all kinds of costs connected with transportation of
the resettlers from places where they used to live to places where they were going to live; costs connected with
their successful arrival and settlement; and also their maximal comfortable living on the peninsula.

During the 1960s, the resettlement process in Crimea was in progress. The main factor, which assured the
effectiveness of this process was, as best as possible, the economical and social development of the resettled
people. During this period the goverment managed this task, because a vast building program was unfolding.
And the resettled people were arranging with special privileges and loans being given to them.

The main component for measuring the consolidation of the settlers in Crimea was the effective implementation
of a social adaption program. It, first of all, included the building of houses for newcomers, infrastructure
expansion, credit, and the attention to needs and problems of the new settlers. They cared about organizing the
arrival of people and safely moving them into new houses. But there were still many problems. For example,
some people did not fully carry out their functions. There were technological violations of constructing houses
for the settlers. And there were cases of inappropriate uses of housing. But despite it all, the process of economic
and housing arrangements for the arriving population rose to a better level within this period. Immigrants
settled in new houses. They were hooked up to electricity, water pipes were laid. Schools, kindergartens were
under construction. The settlers were able to use state credits, and they received preferential prices on food. As a
result of these measures, the absolute majority of the population arrived and were settled in an orderly fashion
in the region

Summary. This article describes the peculiarities of religious life of the Turkic-Muslims in Romania in the
communist era. This subject is new in the historiography of the country and it is partially investigated in the
works of foreign researchers. The analysis results show the perturbations in the religious sphere that was
brought under strict control of the government during the communists governing. Negative effects of
confessional policy of the governing regime were clergy arrests, the ban on public rituals performing,
confiscation of waqf land, etc. To keep Turkic-Muslims of Dobrudji under its auspices and take them under their
ideological control in 1944, the authorities developed "Muslim Democratic Union", which was not recognized
by the people. The educational establishments where priests were trained were eliminated in order to neutralize
the influence of Islam, to knock it out of the public consciousness and turn it only into a ritual component of the
religious life of the people, the personnel policy aimed at reducing the various positions of the clergy, which led
to the closure of many mosques and public prayer houses. The import of religious literature was banned,
pilgrimage to Mecca was forbidden as well as making contacts with the representatives of the Islamic
community in other countries. These and other measures led to the growth of religious illiteracy, the substitution
of the ideological basis for atheistic and materialistic. The religious structures formed by the government
presented agitation and propaganda purposes of the governing party and expressed insufficiently the interests of
the Muslim population of Romania.
