Nataliya Bidasiuk. South-Asian American literature: The culinary discourse

The article reviews main connotations of food in the fiction of South-Asian American writers (M. Hamadani,
Sh. Dason, Ch. B. Divakaruni, G. Kothari, J. Lahiri, B. Mukherjee, S. Shah). Cooking lends a rich choice of
language means to express one’s otherness against the general American background: from condemnation
and reproach to exploitative romantization and exoticizing. The eastern cuisine is an integral part of religious
rituals and folk traditions (annaprasan, mourning diet, a means of expressing respect and love, comforting the
sick). Foodways are important in respect of the protagonist’s characterization, and food preparation becomes
one of the ways of self-expression and self-identification. Gastronomical images are symbols of family union;
they point out the connection between the appetite for food and sexuality, give rise to nostalgia among the
diaspora members, and serve as a marker of their ethnic identification. The generational gap is also described
with the help of food imagery.
