DISCUSSIONS ON THE HISTORY OF CHERSON
IN THE XlIllth CENTURY
Summary

The new interpretation of the information of the written sources let the
scholar introduce a new hypothesis: in 1223 Cherson was taken by the Seljuks.

In our view the decision of the problem who and when took the city could be
settled by comparison of all available information of written and archaeological
sources. The conclusion of N.M.Bogdanova, who believes that the Seljuk army of emir
Coban after the assault of Sudak (described by Ibn-Bibi) continued its campaign in
the Crimea and marched as far as Cherson. This deduction as well as the proposed
date of this camaign - 1222-1223 - are based on the information of the “Alanian
Letter” of bishop Theodore. N.M.Bogdanova identified emir Coban with a certain
Tzamanes, who as it is known from the “Letter” persecuted the bishop with his
companions as they arrived to Cherson on the way to the chair in Alania. Our
conclusions also rest on the analysis of this source and are as follows:

1. The supposition that the Seljuk emir and his army were pillaging the
environs and the city of Cherson is doubtful because the Sultanate and the Empire of
Trebizond, as could be supposed, at the period of the expedition aganinst Sudak were
in alliance. The context of the “Alanian Letter” in several cases also makes the
assumption that Tzamanes was no one else than Coban suspicious.

2. The military campaign of emir Coban (according to A.Ju.Jacubovskij) took
place before the attack of the Tatars on Sudak in January 1223. M.Nystazopoulou has
proved that on the 4th of January 1223 bishop Theodore of Alania has been still in
Nicea. But usually the navigation on the Black Sea in January is impossible, and the
supposition that the bishop of Alania reached the c ast of the Crimea after the 4th
and earlier than the 23d of January is rather improbable.

3. But the change of the date of the voyage of the bishop to his flock in
Alania contradicts the relation of the “Letter” to the “Scythian” (Tatar) attack on
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Bospor in the “middle of the winter”. It was supposed that this information
corresponds to the note of the Synaxarion of Suroz on the appearance of the Tartars
near Sudak in winter of 1223. We suppose, however, that the “Scythes” of the
“Alanian Latter” are not the Tatars, but the Kyptchaks. It makes possible the change
of the date of bishop Theodore’s voyage to Alania, which took place not earlier than
in the spring, 1226, because it is known that in February, 1226, Theodore of Alania
was present at the session of Synod in Nicea.

4, The hints of the “Letter” on the activities of a certain enemy with
oriental (Lazic?) anthroponyme “Tzamanes”, and on the activities of a certain
impostor bishop - “Laze” - make it possible to suppose that all these personages were
representatives of Trebizond (It can be compared with the expression used by George
Pachymeres, who calls the emperor of Trebizond “archon of Lazes”). It is possible
that all conflicts of the ecclesiastics who came to Cherson from Nicea could be
explained by the contradictions of the Empire of Trebizond and the Empire of Nicea
in that period. So, the evidence of the “Alanian Latter” gives no proof of the Seljuk’s
attack on Cherson in 1223.

In order to determine the date of the destruction of Cherson according to the
archaeological data we had to elaborate the list including 47 dating objects and the
correlation of closed deposits of the XIHth-XIVth cent. As a result we obtained the
deposits of the XHIth cent, with the traces of the destruction of the city. The date of
it according to the correlation of the well-dated artifacts can be fixed as the last third
of the XlIlIth cent. Probably the assault of Cherson which left the real archaeological
traces was that of the Tatars of Nogaj.
