FOREWORD

Due to the decision of the authorities of Autonomous Republic of Crimea to reduce the
budget of the Republican Committee on Protection and Utilization of Monuments of History
and Culture which had financed the publication the previous four volumes, the publication of
MAHET Volume VII was postponed for an indefinite period. Only thanks to sponsorship of a
native of the city of Kerch, a correspondent member of Russian Academy of Sciences,
professor. Doctor of Physics and Mathematics VD.Pismenny in 2000 we have got an
opportunity to publish this volume.

This volume is prepared on the materials of International Conference “Byzantium and
Crimea” held in the city of Sebastopol in June 6-11,1997. The organizers (Crimean Branch
of the Institute of Oriental Studies of NAN of Ukraine, republican Committee on Protection
and Utilization of monuments of History and Culture and National Reserve “Chersonesos of
Taurida”) was timed to coincide the Conference with the 175®*jubilee of the beginning of
archaeological excavation in Chersonesos - the advanced post of the Byzantine Empire in
the Crimea. Specialists in differentspheres of Byzantine studies-historians, archaeologists,
philologists, specialists studying sphragisticand numismatic-from Austria, Bulgaria, France,
Germany, Great Britain, Greece, Poland, Russia, and Ukraine got together in the halls of
Byzantine department of the museum to discuss the latest results of studying the influence
of Byzantium on Crimea and the Northern Black Sea coast.

In his plenary lecture “Ambiguous Crimea” the president of the international Committee
of Byzantiists, Academician G.Dagron (Paris) basing on written sources restored “the picture
of interrelations between Byzantium ad Crimea” in the A¥ - IO® centuries. He thinks that
during this period the empire used the peninsula as a bridgehead (beachhead) for military
operations, trade and diplomatic exchange with the allies between differenttribes and states.

In his plenary lecture N.Oikonomides (Athens), in their papers W.Seibt (Vienna), J-
Cl.Cheynet (Paris), VShandrovskaya (St. Petersburg), N.Alekseenko (Sebastopol),
E.Stepanova (St Petersburg), l.lordanova (Shumen) analyzed the data from written sources
and sphragistics monuments - the seals from the archives revealed recently in Chersonesos
and Sogdaia - on Byzantine administration in the above mentioned cities and in the South-
Western Crimea.

The problems of economics and conversion to Christianity of Cherson are considered in
the plenary lecture of A. Romanchuk (Ekaterinburg) and the papers by L. Golofast, S. Ryzhov,
L. Sedikova, O. and D. Saveija, T. Yashaeva (all from Sebastopol), I. Zavadskaya, V. Kutaisov,
V. Mytz (all from Simferopol). Different components of ethnogenetic processes taking place
in the South-Westren Crimea in the S®- T& centuries were described in the papers by
A.Gertzen, A.Pusdrovsky, Yu.Zaitzev and I.Nenevolya, E.Khaiderinova, I.Khrapunov, and
S.Mould (all from Simferopol), A.Filipenko (Sebastopol) and M.Shukin (St Petersburg). In
the paper by M.-F.Auzepy (Paris) on the basis of critical analysis of the Life of Saint John of
Gothia and other agiographic texts the history of Gothian diocese.



Papers by |.Gavritukhin (Moscow), E.Zinko, V.Zinko, L.Ponomarev (all from Kerch),
M.Kazanski (Paris) were devoted to Late Ancient and medieval Bosporos. In his paper
V.Sidorenko (Simferopol) substantiated functioning of provincial mint that stamped copper
coins in Byzantine Bosporos in the 7’ century. His deduction was supported in speeches of
G.Dagron and W.Seibt.

A.Aibabin, I.Achkinazi (both from Simferopol) and K.Zukerman (Paris) considered the
topical questions concerning the history of Crimea and neighbouring regions in the period of
Khazars supremacy. Different aspects of the interrelations of Byzantium and Kievan Rus
were analyzed by Academician of NAS of Ukraine P.Tolochko and G.lvakin from Kiev, of
Byzantium and Bulgaria - by J.Howard-Johnston from Oxford, of cultural impact of the Empire
on its neignbours - by F.Deim from Vienna. 1.Baranov (Simferopol) basing on dustun “Shan
Kuzu” published in Turkey in 1990 developed a new original conception of the history of
Great Bulgaria. P.Tolochko, M.Kazanski and A.Aibabin, who participated in the debates,
pointed that O.Pritzak and others think that this source is not authentic.

M. Machinska (Lodz) told about an interesting hidden treasure with the things belonging
to the 1" - S” centuries found recently in northern Poland not far from Lubliani.

It should be noted that the lectures delivered at the Conference contributed to the objective
cognition of the history of Byzantium and the peoples of Eastern Europe.

Almost all of the papers and articles sent to the editorial board were written on the basis
of speeches made at the Conference. We are going to publish all the rest papers in the next
volume.

The editorial board included new historiographic investigation by research assistants of
the Crimean Branch of the Institute of Oriental Studies (D.Prokhorov) and Taurida National
Vernadsky University (L.Moiseenkova, V.Sharapa); and catalogue of terra-cota from ancient
Chersonesos prepared by A.Shevchenko (Sebastopol). Among the works published in a
new section “Numismatic and sphragistic” we publish the articles by O.Melnikov about coins
of ancient Theodosia, by A.Korshenko (Moscow) about coinage in Chersonesos of the period
of Emperor Theodosius Il and Valentinian I, and the notice by V.Zinko (Kerch) on the problems
of numismatics proposing some amendments in the definition of Pontos coins from excavation
of Pantikapaion temple in Antae. The research by D.Shaluga (Simferopol), which concludes
the section “Archaeology”, analyzes the authenticity of runic inscription on the stele found in
the South-Eastern Crimea.
