NOTES ON JEWISH EPIGRAPHY IN MANGUP
Summary

From the epigraphic collection of Crimean monuments with inscriptions in the Jewish
language epitaphs with dates are of concrete importance for dating the emergence of
cemeteries. For the cemetery of Tabana-Dere one of such inscriptions is the epitaph with
the name of “Euphrosyne”. In two different in period of composition and publication collections
of epitaphs from this cemetery the mentioned gravestone records one date 5147 (1387), but
it marked by different catalogue numbers - Ng28 [5, P.213] and N 1 [7, P.14]. Such location
in catalogues reflected conceptual positions of two authors. Subsequent publications
concerning the cemetery directly or indirectly broached only appreciation of authors. It was
only inthe 90s of the 20* century when it became possible to realize the necessity to investigate
the cemetery again.

In 1990-1995 the author undertook some research work on the cemetery to reveal as
many grave tombs as possible, make records, to record its topography, to compile catalogue
of inscriptions and their dating.

The gravestone to Euphrosyne was marked by N 825. The gravestone to her probable
sister (the second daughter of Joseph, Ester), found next to the monument to Euphrosyne,
was marked by Ne 828. Neither P.Keppen nor A.Firkovich nor S.Dubnov ever published it
The inscription to Ester has been well preserved; the whole epitaph and dating are read quite
clearly. The epitaph N° 828 is dated by 5215 according to the era of Creation (1455 AD), by
letters “gey’, “resh”, “tet”, “vav”. All the letters that constitute the date are read distinctly; tens
are represented by the combination of letters ID, hundred - undoubtedly, by letter “resh”.
According to the style of epitaph both inscriptions - 825 and 828 - are identical. Having
examined the inscriptions thoroughly by prints, photographs, having measured them,
scrutinizing on the gravestones themselves at different angles and light, the direction of cuts
and their depths, we came to a conclusion that the date of the monumentto Euphrosyne can
be read only as TD"in by the combination of letters “gey”, “resh”, “tet”, “zein”, hence 5216
according to era of Creation (1456 AD).

The interval of indisputable dates was established in chronological range from 5204
(according to Jewish numeration) or 1444 AD to 5546 (1786), filling’ in each century rather
uniformly. Dated monuments enable us to trace the development oftopography and chronology

of the necropolis.
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
