Gravestone Plate from «Crimean Collection» by P. I. Keppen

Summary

The work is devoted to dating of one of the most interesting monuments of Crimean
medieval epoch: Jewish cemetery in Tabana-Dere gorge on Mangup plateau. To solve this
problem the author uses the description of the gravestone undertaken by P. I. Keppen for
the firsttime in 1837.1decided to advert to the gravestone from «Crimean Collection» by P.
I. Keppen when one more headstone was found on this cemetery in 2006. P. I. Keppen
believes that epitaph and the form of the gravestone testify convincingly to the presence of
the Jews-Karaites in the fortress since the 13" century. He dated the gravestone back to
1274. This epitaph, in the same contexts and date, gets into the book by Avraam Firkovich
«Avne-Zikkaron» and number 25 was given to it. Newly discovered gravestone dated by
1274, described by P.I. Keppen, was registered under N848 and dated by 5204 according
the era of creation or 1444. 170-year difference is due to the change of letters on the
formula of date: letter i  resh is transformed into * lamed. New dating is confirmed indirectly
by dates, architectural type and hand of a master of monuments next to it. The most
conclusive proof was the inscription on gravestone N849, which was discovered in 2006 in
the course of photographic work on the cemetery. The plate was thought to be without
inscription. Deep predatory digging that appeared in winter in2005-06 revealed the pediment
of the gravestone and two-lIne inscription. ltwas cut In right-hand lateral gable, dug deeply
into the rock. The epitaph is dedicated to Abraham, a son of Moshe, buried in 5237 according
to Creation Era (1477). He was the son of Moshe to whom gravestone N 848 belongs (first
found by P. I. Keppen). New epigraphic find proves dating of the cemetery by 848 epitaph
as 5204 according to Creation Era (1444) and changing the letter formula date to make it
older on purpose - 5034 -1274. WE do not put forward the problem about the first «author»
of such a peculiar method of looking for antiquities. New epigraphic find proves dating of
the cemetery by 848. It is important that the method of complex fixation of monuments has
been worked out. For a short period of time the whole set of epitaphs from Tabana-Dere
necropolis (225) was obtained thanks to this method. It became the object of research and
the answer to the century-old problem.
