COMPLEXES WITH LARGE BI-PLATED BROOCHES
FROM LUCHISTOE
Summary

Large bi-plated brooches from the South-Western Crimea were usually dated
by the complexes of things from Suuk-Su, N. I. Repnikov dated them back to the 5th
- 7th cent. (1. P. 32). V. K. Pudovin put forward an idea that the above mentioned
complexes were younger up to the mid-6th cent. (2, P. 184). A. K. Ambroz thought
that South-Crimean brooches under consideration were manufactured on the peninsula
from the mid- 6th cent, using the models from the Danubian Region (3. P. 114). In
1982 and 1984 | found new complexes in manylayered vault 10 and in vault 42 in
Luchistoe (Fig. 1, 4) at the slope of Demerdji-mountain near the town of Alushta (4,
P. 19, 62) which allow us to substantiate the chronology and typology of the same
type brooches worked out by A. K. Ambroz in a more argumented way (5, P. 7-11;
Fig. 1). The whole inventory of these vaults is published in this article for the first
time.

The period of accomplishing burials in the layers of vault 10 is determined by
the inventory. Buckles with a figured oblong plate, the same as from the upper layer
(Fig. 4, 14, 15), in one of the graves in Corinth were together with a .coin of
Konstant Il - 641 - 668 (7, P. 298, Fig. 5 a, b), but in many Crimean burials - with
the things of the first half of the 7th cent. (4, P. 45, Fig. 2, 191; 41, 8). A buckle
with a schematic picture of the stem of oleander on the oval plate (Fig. 4, 13) was
most probably manufactured in the first half of the 8th cent. (8, P. 168. 4, P. 42,
Fig. 2, 190). Small finger-shaped brooches (Fig. 7, 1, 2) originating from burial Ne 4
unearthed in lower layer Ne 2 are tyjfologically close to those which were in use in
Prussia, Danubian Region (9, Fig. 4; 5; 6, 1-4) and in the South-Western Crimea 94,
P. 22, Fig. 2, 167; 20,5, 6) in the second half of the 7th cent. (10,P. 153, 157; Tables
29, 26, 28, 29). In the construction and form of the details oF buckles with a
scalloped hoop (Fig. 7, 3) from the save burial there is a combination of elements
characteristic for Byzantine buckles of the 7th cent. (11, P. 79, Fig. la, 12, Fig. 4, 3,
4; 13, Table 17, 1-14; 18.14, P. 42, Table X). The buckle with an eagle-headed
projection on the plate (Fig. 11) from grave 5 in size and decor should be included
into the South-Crimean typological group (15, P. 44-49. 16, P. 14-). A. K. Ambroz
divided these buckles in accordance with the length of the upper part of a joining
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plate, which he called a holder, into 5 variants: la - 1cm, Ib - 1.4 cm, Il - 2 cm, I -
2,4 ¢cm, IV - 25 cm (5, P. 5). However, studying 15 eagle-headed buckles found in
Luchistoe enabled us to clarify their classification. Buckles with joining plates with
lengths of 1 and 1.4 cm were met in the burials with the things of similar types 94,
Fig. 2, 81) and there is no necessity to divide them into variants. | divided the
buckles under consideration into 5 variants: 1-1.4 cm, Il - 1.6-272 cm, Ill - 2.3-2.6
cm, IV -2, 83cm, V-3, 1-3, 8 cm (4, P. 33, Fig. 2, 81, 90,107, 136, 166). The
published buckle from burial 5 should be related to variant V according to the length
of a joining plate (3.6 cm). On the slope of Eski-Kermen fortified settlement and in
vault 257 in burial 6 the buckle of the same type was together with the pendant made
of gold Byzantine solid 629-641 and with a bronze cross similar to that found in
Kelegei with a coin of Konstant 1l 641-668 (8, P. 186, 187, Fig. 10,1, 10; 4, P. 58,
Fig. 2, 165). The small bronze buckle with a picture of a lion on the oval plate from
burial 6 (Fig. 4, 16) was cast in Byzantium in the second half of the 7th century (4,
P. 42; Fig. 2, 160). From burials NeNe 8 and 11 of lower layer Ne 3 and from burial
16 of layer v» 4 Byzantine buckles of Sirakusu type originated (Fig, 6. 2, 4, 5),
which were spread in Byzantium and regions of Europe (17, P. 37.18, P. 139. 141,
142, Fig. 7, 14, 15) during almost the whole 7th century (4, P. 43). In Greece such
buckles were found in graves together with coins of 603-610, 652, 611-641 and 641-
668 (7. P. 298, 299). They were also cast in Cherscnesos using Byzantine models (19,
P. 168, Fig. 8, 5). The buckle from the buriaH9 with a lyre-like frame and a heraldic
plate (Fig. 12, 12) is like those found in the Crimean burials of the first half of the
7th century (4, P. 41, Fig. 2, 102; 40, 5-8, 11). In low layer No 4 in burials NeNe 12
and 13 there eagle-headed buckles (Fig. 14, 15) with a joining plate of variant Il
(length of 2.4 and 2, 6 cm). Buckles with the plate from Suuk-Su graves 28, 61, 86
and 89 (1, P. 9, 19, 25, 27, Table VIII, I, IX, 8) were put by A. K. Ambroz to the
Hid (the first half of the 7th cent.) and to the IVth (the second half of the 7th cent.)
stages of his periodization of the necropolis (20, Tables M, 17; P. 114, 116; 5, Fig. 1,
2; P. 5 10, 11). Judging by stratigraphy of the burials in the published vault, eagle-
headed buckles of the Hid variant were used in the earlier period - in the half of the
7th century. The large buckle with the of a lion on the rectangular plate from burial
ne 4 : Fig. 7, 4) is typical for Crimean graves of the first half of the 7th century (4,
P. 31, 32; Fig. 2, 92; 28, 5). Beyond South-Eastern Crimea the similar type of
buckles has not been found yet. They were obviously manufactured in Chersonesos
(19, Fig. 3, 4, 166). A trapezoid-like buckle from burial 15 is dated in analogy from
the burial of the beginning of the 7th century in Skalistoe from vault 420 (4 P. 49;
21, Fig. 72, 14). Finger-shaped brooches from the earliest burial X? 17 excavated on
the floor of the chamber are close in the form and proportion of the head and foot-
plate to similar brooches of Germans from the Crimea, the Danubialn region and
other regions, and in elements of decor to those from Western Germany and Belgium
(22, P. 174-176; Tables 82, 7, 6, 6). They were put into the vault in the end of the
6th - the beginning of the 7th cent.

You can date the beginning of the usage of vault 42 by an eagleheaded buckle
with a joining plate of the I variant (length 1.2 cm) from burial Ne 2 (Fig. 27). The
period of using similar-type buckles is dated by two copper coins of Justinuan 527-
656 from Suuk-Su, grave 56 (1, P. 16; 20, P. 114, Table Il, 4). The eagle-headed
buckle from burial Ji» 1 (Fig. 24) in accordance with the length of a joining plate
(1.8 cm) should be attributed to the buckles of Variant Il, dated by the coin of
Mauriki Tiberius 597-602 or 582-602 from Suuk-Su, grave 77 (1, P. 23) back to the
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end of the 6th - the beginning of the 7th cent. (5, P. 10). The large buckle with a
lion on the rectangular plate (Fig. 28) from grave 3 was manufactured in the first
half of the 7th century (4, P. 31; Fig. 2, 92).

A. K. Ambroz classified large bi-plated brooches from the Danubian region,
France, Spain and the Crimea in decor, form and proportion of a foot-plate.
Corresponding brooches from Suuk-Su he attributed to variant 1IB (23, P. 86-89, 91)
and divided them into 4 subvariants according to their decor and length. He united
the brooches with relief plates and length of 20-22 cm into subvariant I, with the
length of 17-18 cm - into subvariant I, and the brooches with plates or without them
with the length of 9-18 cm - into subvariant Ill, and with the length shorter than 8
Cm - into subvariant IV (5, P. 7). The brooches which 1 named are divided into 3
subvariants: | - with relief plates, the length of 18-22.5 cm; Il - without plates,
length of 15-19.2 cm; Ill- with the length of 7.3-13.9 cm (4, P. 19). The brooches of
subvariant | were in Suuk-Su in grave 56 with coins of 527-565, grave 77 - with a
coin of 597-602, graves 56 and 46, in Skalistoe, in vault 420 with eagle-headed
buckles of variant | (4, Fig. 2, 80,81), in Suuk-Su in graves 77 and 124, in Luchistoe,
burial Ne 1in vault 42 (Fig. 22, 23) with similar-type buckles of variant 1l (4, Fig.
2, 90), in Suuk-Su in graves 61 and 89 with similar-type buckles of variant Il (4,
Fig. 2, 107), and in grave 67 with a buckle with a lion on_a rectangulaj*plate (4. Fig.
2, 92). That is, these brooches are characteristic for the second half of the 6th - the
first quarter of the 7th cent. In lateF burials there was only one pair of such brooches
which was found in published burial Ne 5 from vault 10 (Fig. 8, 1,9) with an eagle-
headed buckle of variant V, manufactured in the second half of the 7thcentury.
There brooches were in use during rather a long period. With changing fashion their
foot-plate was shortened (4, P. 19). Bi-plated brooches of subvariant Il were found in
Suuk-Su, grave 124 with an eagle-headed buckle of variant Il (4, Fig. 2, 90,91), in
graves 91 and 198 and in Luchistoe in vault 10 in burial Ne4 (Fig. 7,4) with
buckles with a lion on a rectangular plate of the first half of the 7th century(4, Fig.
2, 90-92). The given facts confirm dating of large bi-plated brooches of Suuk-Su-tvpe
of variant 1IB of the second half of the 6th - 7th cent., suggested de A. K. Ambroz
(5, P.5-11).
