GEOGRAPHY OF THE PRIMARY RUS" IN
EASTERN SOURCES

The eastern sources of IX-X centuries
mentioned three centers of rus’: Kujaba, Arta
and Slava. The question of the location of the
location of these centers has been the matter of
controversy for 200 years. Researchers usu-
ally identified Slavia with area near Novgorod,
Kujavia with Kyiv region. Based on the analy-
sis of eastern sources, the author came to the
conclusion that three centers of rus’ formed
on the ancient trade route from Bulgar on the
river Volga to Central Europe region. No doubt
that Kujawy be identified with Kyiv, which was
nearest to Bulgar. The other two centers were
moving west of the Kyiv. Arab geographer al-
Idrisi indicates the distance from Cujaba to Arta
and from Arta to Slava. This makes it possible
to place Artania on the map precisely. Author
identified Arta as ancient fortified settlement —
site of ancient town Plisnesk, located in the Up-
per Western Bug. The third center, known as
Slava, was likely site of ancient town Volyn",
situated on the river Huchva.

THE BYZANTINE EMBASSY TO
YAROPOLK SVYATOSLAVOVYCH IN THE

The article is devoted to the analysis of the
information of the Fifth Novgorod, Nikonian
and Voskresensk Chronicles about byzantine
embassy to prince Yaropolk. Verification of this
data by other sources (Escorial Taktikon and
Primary Chronicle in 6488 (980 A.D.) suggests
to consider it reliable and argue a high possibil-
ity of Rus’-Byzantine agreements during the
reign of Svyatoslav’s older son. Rus in the reign
of Yaropolk established friendly relations with
both the Byzantine and the Holy Roman Em-
pires, and the prince probably began conversion
to Christianity (a rite of prima signatio).

WHEN DID TMUTARAKAN’ BECOME A

Author of this article does not support the
ideas of researchers who think, that the Rus’ian
people could take Tmutarakan’ in IX — the first
half of X century AD. Most just is an idea, that
Taman’ peninsula was taken by prince Volody-
myr before the end of 988 AD. However we have
not even a single writing confirmation of that it
happened during Korsun' campaign. Therefore
the data of “Story of Temporal Years” about the
military raid of prince Volodymyr against the
Bulgarians in 985 AD and also the information
of Jacob Mnikh about the prince Volodymyr’s
invasion of the lands of “the Silver Bulgarians”
and the Khazars are most interest. Comparative
analysis of information of these two texts allowed
to reach to the conclusion, that in its we can see
one event — the military raid of Volodymyr to the
Eastern coast of Azov Sea and Taman’ peninsula,
but not to the Volga Bulgaria. We have arguments
to consider, that a term “the Silver Bulgarians”
was only the external name from the East Slavs
and meant “the Rich Bulgarians”.

PRINCE VLADIMIR AND BYZANTIUM:
TO THE DISCUSSION ON CHRONOLOGY OF
RUS-BYZANTINE RELATIONS IN THE LAST
QUARTER OF THE 10™ CENTURY

The paper deals with the problems of
Rus’— Byzantine relations in the period of of-
ficial Christianization of Rus’. The details of
Byzantine Civil War — Bardas Skleros and
Bardas Phokas’ revolts and the role of Rus’
troops in the battles of Chrysopolis and Abydos
in 989 are investigated. The most likely time of
Chrysopolis battle can be considered March of
989, which is terminus ante quem of new alli-
ance formalization. Negotiations of Kiev and
Constantinople intensified after the seizure of
Korsun’ in spring 988 and led to an agreement
a few months later.

There is determined four models of the origin
and functioning of the settlements at the end of
X —in the first half of the XII centuries. The first
of which describes the existence of tribal settle-
ments — the so-called “Chervenski Grady” in
the first third of the XI century (Hutsiv, Sky-
bytsi, Lipsky-Polissia et al.). The second model
represents the “transfer” of new settlements on
the nearby of fortified tribal centers (Rokytne
and Zavadiv).

PRINCE VLADIMIR THE GREAT
AND THE CULTURE OF KIEV RUS" IN THE
CHRONICON OF THIETMAR OF MERSEBURG

The article revises the “Russian episodes”
of the Chronicle of Thietmar of Merseburg. The
author refines the chronology of several episodes
and demonstrates that the information of Bruno
of Querfurt could be one of the sources of the
Chronicle. It might concern the history of Vladi-
mir the Saint, his pagan lust and conversion to
Christianity, and makes part of primitive hagio-
graphical tradition on the Prince dedicated to
him. This tradition had been fixed by Thietmar
one hundred years before the Primary Russian
Chronicle. The logic of Biblical citations in the
narrative on Vladimir the Saint has been recon-
structed. The huge harem of Vladimir mentioned
in the Russian Chronicle could play special role
in the pagan Slavonic cult of the fertility of earth.
The enigmatic lumbarum venereum mentioned
by Thietmar has been interpreted as an amulet
of the erotic medieval magic, and the survey of
archaeologically known forms of such amulets
has been done. The author studies the etymology
of the name "Vladimir’ as linked to the idea of
