TIONAL RECOGNITION OF THE KYIVAN
RUS STATE AND THE EARLY FORMA-
TION OF THE UKRAINIAN STATEHOOD

The history of Kyivan Rus has a special
place in the contemporary Eastern European
historiography. Russian historians, while re-
turning to the “usual scheme of Russian histo-
ry” consider the Kyivan Rus one of the stages
in the development of the Russian statehood.
This theory was once reasonably criticized by
Mykhaylo Hrushevsky.

Russian historians traditionally start the
history of Kyivan Rus from the year 862 which
is when, according to the chronicle’s legend the
Vikings were called to rule over the local tribes.
They try to prove that the primary Russian state
arose in the north of Eastern Europe, supporting
the version of the Russian Ladoga Khaganate.

However, numerous references in the fo-
reign medieval sources mention Kyivan Rus and
its people — rusians at the end of the VIII — at the
beginning of the IX century and state their loca-
tion primarily in the south of Eastern Europe.

Particularly valuable is the information of
the Bertin Chronicle about the embassy of the ru-
sians in the years 838—839 to the Byzantine Em-
pire and the Franks Empire, which can be con-
sidered the first clearly dated mention of the Old
Kyiv state — the Rusian Khaganate whose ruler,
according to the author of the chronicle, had the
Turkic emperor’s title of “Khakan” (Kagan).

interpretations of this process are offered in
the broad context of Rus$-Polish-Hungarian
contacts, determined by the family ties of
rulers and the individual steps of their poli-
cies. Also, we analyzed the circumstances
of the robbery of Prince Izyaslav Yaroslavo-
vych in Poland when he attempted to recruit
an army for the return of power in Kyiv and
the development of a situation whereby
the Krakow bishop, in accordance with the
papal bull, in spite of Boleslaw, took steps
to engage Polish mercenaries in the strug-
gle for supremacy in Kyiv.

SAINT PROCHOR OF PECHERSK
AND KIEVAN SOCIETY AT THE END OF
THE 11th CENTURY: KIEV PECHERSK
PATERICON AS AN EVIDENCE OF PO-
LITICAL HISTORY AND MATERIAL CUL-
TURE OF MEDIEVAL EASTERN EUROPE

The article analyzes the evidences of ma-
terial culture and political history of Eastern
Europe at the end of the 11" century, preserved
in the Kiev Pechersk Patericon, the Slavonic
hagiographic text of the 11"-13" century. For
example, the Life of Saint Prochor mentions the
breadmaking of ‘sweet’ bread from quinoa (Atri-
plex hortensis or Chenopodium album) and pro-
duction of salt from ashes as miracles. The both
phenomena find their explanation in the rural
culture of Eastern Europe, where such archaic
practices are well known until today. The ele-
ments of miracles added to these phenomena of
everyday culture might be explained by the logic
of the hagiographic genre as well as by the dif-
ferences between urban and rural medieval cul-
ture, to which belonged respectively the author
of the Patericon and Saint Prochor. On the basis
of the analysis of medieval texts and birch bark
documents from Novgorod, the weight of the
golovazhnia (caput salis, galwage) mentioned to
in the Patericon - the measure of weight, used in
Rus” in the Middle Ages and in Ukraine till the
Modern Period is calculated as circa 75 gr.

of Germen medieval texts) and voz (cartful or
currus), equal to 163,8 kg. The Life of Saint
Prochor includes unique details of the civil war
in Kievan Rus’ in 1096-1101 AD and its per-
ception in the contemporary Kievan society. The
chronicles and Ukrainian and Russian historio-
graphy regard the war as struggle for the patri-
monies (otchiny) between different braches of the
Ryurikids dynasty. However, the objective anal-
ysis of medieval texts allows us to assert that the
decisions on the hereditary possession adopted
at the Council of Liubech in 1097 AD dealt only
with the Rus’ Land in the Middle Dnieper area.
Other princes fought for the rights of possession
of administrative centers (grady) on the main
commercial routes, which gave them the right
to participate in the “union of archontes” of
the Rus’ Land — the political structure imposed
on Eastern Europe by Byzantine Empire in the
treaties of the 10" century and to “have a part”
(chast’, prichastie) in political life of this territo-
rial and social unity. This structure only later
took the form of clannish sovereignty or co-own-
ership of the Rus’ Land. This system of power
can not be compared to the European corpus
fratrum. The analysis of written sources testifies
to the existence of the archaic system of political
power in the 11" century Rus’ with domination
of value orientations of previous period. Its eco-
nomy continued to be based on the control over
long-distance trade. We can conclude that after
200 years of the study, the Patericon remains to
be an important source of modern knowledge on
the history and archeology of Eastern Europe.

HISTORICAL GEOMORPHOLOGY
AND THE AREA OF HALYCH-VOLHYN
PRINCIPALITY RECORDED IN HAL-
YCH-VOLHYN CHRONICLE

The article provides an analysis of records
portrayed in Kyiv (12 century) and Halych-Vol-
hyn (13 century) Chronicles concerning relief —
landforms (mountains, knolls, mounds, hills,
ravines, caves, plains and fields) on the territory
of The Carpathians, Subcarpathians, Volhyn
and Podilia. The role of regional geomorphology
in formimg inner and outer state borders and
courses of military campaigns were examined
along with their significance in the economic
life of Halych-Volhyn Principality (places of
historic battles between the neighbouring states,
mountain passes in the international system of
trading routes). Owing to the chronicle records
concerning the relief of certain areas, peculia-
rities of some social disasters (war, famine, ep-
idemics) on the historical lands of the Princely
era Galicia and Volhyn were defined.

THE BISHOPRIC CENTER OF
KHOLM DURING THE TIMES OF KING
DANYLO: A MYTH AS MYTH-MAKING

The article analyzes the evidence of the
Kholm chronicle and other sources illuminating
the beginnings of the Kholm bishopric in the
1240s. It seeks to demonstrate that the founda-
tion of the bishopric with the center in Uhrovsk
and its next transfer to Kholm accorded to the
ecclesiastical practice of the Kyiv Metropoly in
the 13" century. It also takes issue with some re-
cent historiographic views of the late provenance
of the earliest evidence of the chronicle about the
bishopric and attempts to date its foundation
on the beginning of the 14" century. The re-
cent historical studies have often misinterpreted
accounts of the chronicle about the history of
Kholm from the mid-13" century which resulted
in the denial of the existence of the bishopric in
Uhrovsk and its transfer to Kholm.

TEN TRADITION OF THE XIII-XIV CEN-
TURIES

The article deals with the reflection of
climate changes on the territory of the Gali-
cian-Volhynian State in the written sources of
the XITII-XV centuries. It is shown that extreme-
ly cold winters for the studied territories were
anomalies, although frequent flooding of rivers
indicated a significant amount of precipitation,
especially snow. In general, for the XIII centu-
ry was typical temperate climate, while in the
next century there was a cold, which could neg-
atively affect the agriculture of local residents.
Although written sources are not very reliable
for the analysis of weather and climate changes,
but the observed transformations are consistent
with the general European trends of that time.
