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SLAVE LABOR IN THE AGRICULTURE OF THE OLBIA POLICE:
TO THE PROBLEM

In this work author researched the role of slave labor in the agricultural production
of the Olbia Polis, the key economics branch of this state formation. Until recently, in
a historiography prevailed the skeptical view of the intensity of slaves’ involvement
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to the agricultural production of Olbia and the spread of slave-owning relations in
this policy generally. Meanwhile, recently there was a qualitative expansion of the
source base. First of all, at the expense of private letters on lead plates and ceramics,
which demonstrated the infiltration of slave relations into a different life areas of Olbia
from the 6th century B.C. The information of epigraphical sources in conjunction with
archaeological materials and theoretical developments of contemporary antique science
allows to reconsider the established image and to justify the assumption of the work of
intensive slaves’ work in the farmsteads of the Olbia choirs, especially in the immediate
vicinity of the city. First of all, it concerns the estates of wealthy olviopolites, and also
the average prosperity landowners. Those facts opens the prospect of further in-depth
study of the social structure and economic life of Olbia and the ancient states of the
Northern Black Sea region in general.
