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AN ASYMMETRIC ASPECT OF TATAR MILITARY ART OF WAR
(17 CENTURY)

The analysis of military operations carried out by Tatar Hordes has shown that these
operations were basically shaped by asymmetric actions. Their main characteristics
were secrecy of action up to the moment of attack, use of information-and-intelligence
warfare struggle instruments, a total character of operations taken against civilians,
their material resources, with use of terrorist tactics and means of psychological impact
that aimed at intimidating the community under attack. Pursuing asymmetric action
was in the hands of the Giray dynasty one of the most important tools enabling them
to efficiently achieve their political goals in the international arena and to support the
economic development of the Crimean Khanate through permanent transfers of slaves
and tangible property of various sorts.
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
