The article deals with the study of clay products in the burial sites of
ancient times in the territory of Seversky Ukraine. Burial sites in the re-
gion began to be explored since the XIX century. Significant contribution
to their study was made by archaeological scientists Dmitry Samokvass-
ov, Boris Rybakov, David Blifeld, Alexander Shekun, Vladimir Kovalenko,
Alexander Mots and others. During this time, a large number of burial
were excavated: burial mounds, soil burial grounds etc., which made it
possible to significantly expand the source-knowledge base for the buri-
al of the X-XIII centuries, carried out both by the rite of inhumation and
by the rite of cremation.

Attention was paid to the burial mounds in which clay products, mainly
utensils, were found among the burial stock. Which in the funerals was
not only a place for the ashes of the dead, but also for ritual food and
drink for the dead. Afterall, our ancestors believed in the afterlife. In the
territory of Siverskyi Ukraine, clay vessels in burial mounds were found in
Chernihiv, Sednev, Lyubech, Shestovytsia, Guschen (Chernihiv), Vyrivka,
Volokitine in Sumy region. It should be noted that during their excavation
found different types of earthenware: jug and bowl-shaped vessels, bowls,
amphorae, the most common pots of various shapes and sizes. The ways
of arrangement of «burial urns» in the graves (in the center of the hearth,
in the southeastern part of the hearth, south, east, southwest, etc.) and
utensils with ritual food, both used vessels in which they cooked and
consumed dishes, and new earthenware vessels, as confirmed by ancient
Russian written and foreign sources. In addition, fragments of ceramics
were found in mounds. Their findings are linked by archeologists to the
ritual of beating vessels on the grave of the deceased after his burial.
