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was laid over the church, and a stone turret was made outside it”.

After the closure of the monastery (in September 1922), all the cave decoration,
including the cast-iron iconostasis, was systematically destroyed, only small
fragments and one of the icons of the festive row remained from the iconostasis
(the icon of the Transfiguration of the Lord).

Left alone with the elements and human greed (meaning treasure hunters), the
caves were slowly but steadily destroyed. The revival of the desecrated monastery
began in 1996, when a monk (eventually - a hieromonk) Sophroniy (Orlov), appointed
here as a caretaker, came to the ruins. In the absence of not only amenities, but also
basic living conditions, Father Sophroniy began to clear and put in order the cave
complex. In a short period of time, he managed to clear the temple and the caves
themselves from debris and rubble. The completely lost northern pillar of the altar
barrier was restored in the church, and a stone throne was folded.

In September 1999, Archimandrite Herman (Timonik) arrived at the ruins of
the monastery with a small brethren. Initially, they adapted the Elias Church in
the ruins of a new hospital building (built in 1911) for divine services. However, in
the conditions of winter bad weather, the brethren were forced to leave this temple
before the onset of heat and go to the caves.

In the summer of 2005, on the eve of the great jubilee - the 600th anniversary of
the appearance of the miraculous Molchenskaya icon of the Most Holy Theotokos
- a metal iconostasis was installed in the church ( made at the Frunze plant in
Sumy, according to the design of the architect Vladimir Bykov; icons priest Vladimir
Chernov wrote on metal plates).

Unfortunately, today there is practically no restoration work in the caves, and,
meanwhile, there is a lot to restore and save. The cave complex of the Sofroniy
Hermitage, like the monastery itself, awaits the new Sofroniy, Serapions and
Arsenievs. The caves are still fraught with many interesting facts and discoveries.

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Kyryievskyi V.D. St. Michael’s Church in the village of Sobych

The article is dedicated to the oldest St. Michael’s Church in the village
of Sobych in Shostka district. According to the legends of the peasants, pre-
served by the local ethnographer Mykola Stepanovych Zhyrnyi (1940-2014), the
church was in the village in the pre-Tatar years. The article presents new pre-
viously unknown archival data of 1910 about the church and church buildings.
There have been three churches in the village of Sobych in Prydesnia through-
out its history. The first of them burned in a large fire that swept over the vil-
lage in a hurricane. Traces of the fire are found by diggers of new burial pits at
a depth of 1.5 meters of new burial pits dug at the edge of the old cemetery on
the right bank of the river Dovhi Vody. On March 31, 1671, Archimandrite of
the Novhorod-Siversk Spaso-Preobopazhensky Monastery Mykhailo Lezhaisky
granted Ivan Holodenko a siege letter on the right to drive and settle people
on the monastery lands in the Usobych tract. Since then, the second St. Mi-
chael’s Church in its history has appeared in Sobych. It was small in size. The
church stood for almost a century and was dismantled, and in its place a new
large wooden church was built on a brick foundation. In 1929, the Bolsheviks
closed the Sobych church in 1932, Komsomol members tore off its crosses and
dropped all six bells from the bell tower. A granary was set up in the church.
In 1939 the warehouse was rebuilt as a village club. During the war in 1943,
the church housed a military hospital. After the war, the club started working
in the church again. In 1968, the club was renovated and renamed the “House
of Culture” of the collective farm “Red Ukraine”. Young people had fun in the
beautiful church every night until it caught fire on the night of December 26-
27, 1976 from a short circuit in the wiring.
