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DEFINITION OF THE CONCEPT OF MEMOIRS AS HISTORICAL
SOURCES IN FOREIGN HISTORIOGRAPHY

The article deals with the approaches of foreign scholars to memoirs as historical
sources in the context of the category of ego-documents. Since the middle of the XXth
century, ego-documents have become the subject of active discussions in academic
circles, and even today the controversy over their role in historical research has not
yet come to the end. The article presents an overview of modern foreign sources
studies on memoiristics, it has also been discussed the definition of the concept of
memoirs, their criticisms and specifics of the research, as well as the definition of
their place in the system of historical sources. The attention has been also paid on the
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relation of foreign historians to such specific features of memoir sources as
subjectivity, psychological aspects and emotionality.
