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UKRAINE ON THE HISTORIOGRAPHICAL MAP
OF ETHNIC AND POLITICAL REGIONALISM
IN THE 1990s — 2000s

The research purposes: the review of English-language encyclopedias
and directories concerning (devoted to) ethnic and political regionalism
and separatism published abroad in the 1990s-2000s: the analysis of the
representation of the Ukrainian experience in these books. The research
methodology is based on interdisciplinary approach and includes data
collection methods and systematization as well as methods of historical
source criticism, historiographical and comparative analysis. Dynamic
ethno-political processes in many countries, controversial scholarly
discussions of various aspects of the problem and lack of clear definitions of
its key terms and concepts in international legal documents demonstrate
practical and scientific relevance of the issues of ethnic regionalism,
separatism, secession and irredentism. The novelty of the research results:
the collection of foreign directories, encyclopedias and science-fiction
publications on regionalism, separatism, "minorities at risk" and "stateless
nations" for the first time has become the object of analysis in Ukrainian
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historiography. Conclusions: The actualization of the problem of regio-
nalism and separatism at the turn of the XX-XXI century, its inter-
disciplinary character led to the growth of scholar interest to the problem
and encouraged experts to apply different research strategies. As a result,
there has appeared a number of thematic reference books. Most of them
contained the information about ethno-political processes in Ukraine in the
1990s — 2000s. Compilers regarded mostly Crimea, Donbas and Trans-
carpathia (the Rusyn movement) as the main real and potential challenges
for the country at that time. The authors gave short historical overview of
the origin of regionalism cases and outlined the current problems of their
existence. Researchers supposed the development of the situation to depend
on the success of social and economic transformations in Ukraine and the
influences of neighboring countries foreign policy, especially Russian.
