The key goal of civilization — the
achievement of sustainable
development — contains a number of
tasks, among which the leading are
environmental security, adaptation to
climate change and efficient
economics of nature. Every year,
despite the effort, almost physically
feels like a precious opportunity to
make sustainable development the
greatest achievement of our time, the
so-called «window of action» is
rapidly closmg Possessing significant
natural potentlal and unique geopolitical position,
Ukraine, unfortunately, loses all opportunities due to
imperfect policy of resource reproduction, weakness
of the institutional environment of financial and
economic regulation.

There are some components which can contribute
to the goals of sustainable development. For
example, introduction of a spatial model of
management of natural resource assets, structural and
functional components and mechanisms, as well as
an algorithm for its implementation in the national
economy, achieving environmental safety, efficient
subsoil use, use of secondary resources and waste,
substantiation of tools for financing ecosystem
adaptation to climate change.

The author's ideas on streamlining the tools of the
economics of nature management, ensuring
environmental safety, prevention and adaptation to
climate change presented in the pages of this issue of
the journal open a real prospect of realization of the
planned tasks of sustainable socio-ecological and
economic development. The purpose of this process
remains the same: to harmonize the interests of
present and future generations.

Progress has been made in many areas of
addressing pressing issues of the economics of nature
management and sustainable development, but action
has not taken the necessary pace and scale.
Individual, successfully implemented projects, the
results of which are covered in the magazine, can
serve as positive examples. And society desperately
needs to mobilize efforts over the next decade at
several levels: global — to provide more effective
leadership, allocate more resources and make more
informed decisions in the field of environmental
economics; local — transformation of policy, budget,
institutions and regulatory framework; activity of the
population — the formation of a responsible society,
the media, the private sector, training of scientific
personnel to ensure positive dynamics in the
implementation of the declared changes.
