LIST OF NAMES ON BLACK-GLAZED CUP FROM OLBIAN NECROPOLIS

An original graffito from the excavations at Olbian necropolis in 2013 is comprehensively discussed. On the inner side of a
black-glazed cup under the rim, inscribed in the first circumference are seven names of men in the nominative case without
patronimics: HPO®IAOZX (Herofilos), AGHNAIOZX (Athenaios), ATA@APKOZX (Agatharkos), AHTOAQPOX (Letodoros),
AIOKAHZX (Diokles), EOKAHX (Eokles), and APXIBIOX (Archibios); there are three more names below at the beginning
of the second circumference: EOBOYAH (Eobule), TYKOTA (Tykota?), and AIAQPOX (Didoros or Di(o)doros), two
former of which are presumably names of women. A brief comment to each name is presented. Some of them are noted
in Olbian epigraphic monuments, other belong to rare names, and a half of names are recorded for the first time exactly in
such list including not quite evident name TYKOTA. In most cases the names are composite, a significant number of them
are aristocratic, and five are theophorous coming from the names of popular Hellenic deities: Zeus, Athena, Hera, and less
known Leto.

Drawing the analogies first of all with many relatively synchronous names lists on the lead plates (fabellae defixionum)
and on a red-clay cup with magic slander from Olbian necropolis, the authors presume that the published graffito also
belongs to one of Ancient Greek sorcery types not excluding conjuring of judicial nature. On the whole, presented to the
scientific circles for the first time, the inscription enriches anthroponymicon not only of Olbia, but also of the whole Pontic
area; it is also important for the further study of small epigraphy, onomastics, and beliefs in sorcery related with the other
world in the 4" ¢. BC.

GLASS «COLOGNE TYPE» PITCHER
FROM THE CENTRAL TAURIDA MUSEUM COLLECTION (Simferopol)

Central Taurida Museum (Simferopol) disposes of one of the largest archaeological collections in the Crimea dated by pre-
historic, Ancient Greek, and Mediaeval epochs. The collection was enlarged by the various displays during many decades.
Among them a significant collection of Ancient Greek glass is prominent.

Among various glass vessels a pitcher with grinded geometric ornament is of special interest. It is impossible to determine
its origin because the books with information on pre-war period arrivals into the museum were destroyed in 1944 or 1945.
About ten glass pitchers with high cylindrical body decorated with grinded geometric ornament were found on the territory
of Roman Empire and beyond its bounds. They come mainly from the Roman fortifications on the borders of the Empire:
Rein and Danube Rivers regions. Most of the scholars date them by the 4" and 5 c. considering that the most probable date
is the 4" c. when such vessels were apparently most popular. Closeness in technique and ornamentation style of the pitcher
from the Central Taurida Museum to the mentioned above vessels allow the author to consider the further as a product of
one of glassware workshops situated in the Late Roman period on the territory of modern Cologne (Agrippina’s Colony)
where they were made in that period.

It is probable, that glass vessels with grinded geometric ornament arrived intro the Crimea at the end of the 3—4" ¢,
either as a Roman import, or with the Germans coming into the north coast of the Black Sea which can be evidenced by the
finds of bone combs, adornments, ceramics, and arms related with the bearers of cultures from German circle.
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
