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TWO LEADEN PLATES WITH PORTRAYAL OF THE DANUBE KNIGHT FROM
THE COLLECTION OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM OF UKRAINTAN HISTORY

The publication analyses two iewden plates, which was handed to the National museumn of Ukrainian
history among other things by S.N. Platonov in 2001, They apply to the one iype of small rectangular
embossed portrayal with semicircular edicula, in which embossed portrayals arrange in four
hovizontal registers.

Published plates were quite widely-distributed in the Upper Mezia and Lower Pannonia from
the middle of the 2 to the 3 century AD and had to do with cult of the Darmbe knight. But the
interpretation of such antiquities cniails number of obstacles, which were cenditioned by their no
supporting of epigraphy. The cult of the Danubr knight formed in the Dauube region among the
roman soldiers on the basis of local traditions with influence of the Orient religious tendencics, but
its essence isn't ¢lear till now. However, the character of portrayals of these antiguities, in which
the religious syncretism had its effect, astral-cosmwic fendency of symbolism, mysticism and
superstition permit dating of these plates by the final phase of crisis of Greek’s ancient religious
values preceded of the Christianity diffusion,

Unformnately, it isn’t known preeisely where the published plates were found. That fact comes
down the information which they could give, S.N. Platonov told that b have acquired they not by
first-hand. but he is sure that they came from the territory of the modern Ukrsine. Tt gives a possibility
to propose very carcfully that they came from Chersonesos whete the votive embuossed portrayal of
the 3% century AD was found. The last one is connected with this deity. The possibility of their
coming to Ukraine from the territory of the last Yugosiavia by another way cannot be ruled out.
