Complex social - hygienic research of
a state of medical services health workers
(doctors and the average medical
personnel) out-patient - polyclinic and
stationary establishments of public health
services on a railway transport is made. The
investigated contingent of the medical
personnel on 93,9 % consist of women, the
annual factor of removability of the staff
averages 12-15 %, and its size testifies to
stable enough personnel structure of
treatment-and-prophylactic establishments.

The received data define necessity of
carrying out of purposeful dynamic
treatment-and-prophylactic work among
MeanpaboTHMKoB and optimization of
industrial - professional factors on the basis
of hygienic certification of workplaces in
establishments of public health services.
