The journal also publishes scientific, technical and
methodical releases, conference announcements, informa-
tion about scientific publications on specified subjects, pro-
file and specialized exhibitions.
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Manuscript should be submitted in two copies in
Ukrainian, Russian, or English.

Manuscript should be accompanied by:

+ CD or floppy disk with text file and files containing
illustrations (these materials can be send to editorial
by e-mail);

+ cover letter, signed by the leader of organization
where the work has done;

+ expert conclusion about the possibility of the open
publication of the presented materials;

+ signed agreement for the transfer of copyright to the
publisher to promote wide acceptance of the scientif-
ic information. The agreement form can be obtained
from Editorial Office.

MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION REQUIREMENTS

Title page should include following (in Ukrainian, Rus-
sian and English):

1. Article title, author(s") name(s) and initials.

2. Author(s") affiliation, their full postal address, phone
and fax numbers, E-mail address.

3. Abstract — no more than 100 words.

4. Key words — no more than eight words.

Text should be typed in 12 pt with double spacing on A4
white paper.

The title as well as section headings should be typed in
bold capital letters.
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Instructions for Authors

Formulas and mathematical symbols should be repro-
duced in Equation Editor from MS Word for Windows or in
Math Type. The papers with formulas written by hand will
be rejected. It is necessary to give definitions of values and
abbreviations, which are mentioned in the text for the first
time.

The tables should be presented on separate pages. They
should be typed using appropriate editors or in text format
with separation symbol (dot, comma, semicolon and tabula-
tion mark). Using the character graphics symbols in tables
is not allowed.

References should be double-spaced and numbered
according to the order of their quoting. The references of
unpublished and uncompleted works are not allowed. The
bibliographic description of article should correspond to the
title page of the edition. Titles of articles, monographs, pro-
ceedings, materials of meetings, theses of reports, abstracts
of theses and preprints are indicated completely. Title of
paper, name of the edition, year, volume and issue number,
first and last page should be indicated for referred article.
The bibliographic description of monograph should indi-
cate the authors, title, place (city) and the name of publish-
er, year and total number of pages.

Notes. Use of text notes is allowed in the case of extreme
necessity only.

The legends of figures should be typed after references
with double spacing.

Hllustrations and figures should have high resolution.
Legends and symbols should be typed. Negatives and slides are
not accepted. Using of the half-tone images is not recommend-
ed. Tlustrations with maximum black-white contrast are
preferable. Each figure should be typed on separate page. It size

should be no more than 160*200 mm (correspond to the jour-
nal size). Text of figures should be 10 pt. Measurement units
under graph axes should be typed after comma (not in paren-
theses). All pictures (illustrations) are numbered according
their appearance in the article. Parts of figures are numbered
with letters (a), (b) etc. Do not type figure's number and title
in the field of illustration. Figures should be marked on the
reverse side with the paper's title, author's(s") name and num-
ber. "Up" orientation should be marked by arrow.

Photos should be printed glossy white paper. The half-
tone photos will be considered as pictures.

Total volume of theses should be no more than 2 pages
(number of illustrations — up to 2); short communications —
up to 5 pages (number of illustrations — up to 5); articles —
up to 20 pages (number of illustrations — up to 10).

Requirements to electronic submission:

1. Electronic copy (on floppy disk — 3,5, CD-disk) of
materials should be presented simultaneously with hard co-
py of the article, illustrations and advertising materials.

2. Manuscripts should be submitted electronically as
Word files.

3. Tllustrations are accepted in EPS and TIFF formats.
[lustrations performed in other formats must be converted
in above-mentioned.

4. Photographs should be presented in TIFF format with
a minimum 300 dpi resolution.

5. The inscriptions and texts in graphics files should be
not as "text" but as "curves".

All responsibility for the reliability of the information
published in the journal rests with the author or customer
of materials.
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
