1. This passage also indicates the movement of Gadamer's own thinking.
Although Gadamer begins with a discussion of works of art, he moves to the
question of the interpretation of texts, to history, to anything that is "handed down
to us" through a living tradition. What is now required is to understand
understanding itself and to do this in a manner that permits us to make sense of the
claim that understanding belongs to the meaning of a text. Gadamer has already
given us a hint about how to approach this question by his comments on the
reproductive or performing arts. Consider a musical or a dramatic performance.
Here the original score or text needs to be understood and interpreted by those
engaged in the performance. In this context we do not have any difficulty in speaking
of the original score or text making claims upon the interpreter and in realizing that
all interpretation involves highlighting. Furthermore, it makes no sense to speak of
the single or the correct interpretation. We recognize that there can be a variety of
interpretations, and we can even discriminate distinctive interpretations, such as
Schnabel'’s interpretations of Beethoven's sonatas. We can also distinguish between
better and worse performances -- the brilliant interpretations of a distinguished
performer from those of the novice. Here, too, it is quite easy to grasp what is meant
by saying that the work of art is fully realized only when it is performed. Of course, a
Beethoven sonata consists of the notes written down by Beethoven, but the sonata is
also the realization of the written score. We not only recognize that different
musicians will perform a work differently but...

2. We are not confronted with forms of life that are so self-contained that we
cannot compare them. If this were really the case, the appropriate response would
be silence. On the contrary, he attempts to understand what is distinctive about this
style-and the procedure for bringing out what is distinctive depends on a skillful use
of cormparison and contrast. The basic presupposition here is that we can
understand what is distinctive about this incommensurable style and form of life —
and we do not do this by jumping out of our own skins (and language) and
transforming ourselves, by some sort of mystical intuition or empathy, into archaic
Greeks.

In doing this, Feyerabend employs what Clifford Geertz calls "experience-near”
and "experience-distant” concepts.

We need to employ both sorts of concepts in a subtle dialectical interplay if we
ame to come to an understanding of the incommensurable phenomena that we are
studying. We need to realize that experience-distant concepts are not simply blind
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prejudices that get in the way of understanding but can be enabling concepts that
allow us to understand [20, c. 90].

Furthermore, when the criteria are "deployed together, they repeatedly prove to
conflict with one another. Kuhn seeks to make sense of rational disagreement in
theory-choice, disagreement that cannot be resolved by an appeal to precisely
formulated determinate rules. Kuhn also claims that over time such disagreements
can be and are rationally resolved by the force of arguments in the relevent
scientific community. But even here it is misleading to speak of proof (if our model
of proof is a deductive argument). Rather, the cumulative weight of the complex
arguments advanced in favor of a given paradigm theory, together with its
successes, persuade the community of scientists [20, c. 55].
