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INTRODUCTION

Several years ago Volume 7 of the series «Bosporskiie issledovaniya» devoted to the
relations of two worlds — Greeks and nomads, who were called barbarians by Hellenoi -
coexisting in the North Pontic area for over two thousand years was published. This collection
of articles (B, vol. 7, 2004) compiled by archaeologists from Moscow traditionally represented
a wide range of problems of interaction between Greek state formations of the Pontos and
nomads in statements of scientists from Ukraine and Russia.

New collected articles «Steppes of Eurasia and the History of the Cimmerian Bosporus»
suggested to readers’ attention has been prepared by scientists from St.Petersburg (IIMK
RAN) exclusively and also adverts to aforesaid problems. It is not accidental. The Cimmerian
Bosporus — a unique formation on a remote north-eastern area of Hellenic oikumene — was
at the turn of two civilizations, balanced between Greco-Roman and barbarian worlds during
over one thousand years of its history. Bosporus territories on the turn of Europe and Asia
ran deeply into boundless space of a great corridor of steppes. It constantly forced the
Bosporus not to «lose barbarians» and «keep them on a lead». Hot breath of steppes parched
all history of the Cimmerian Bosporus, burning everything to ashes periodically.

Best traditions of St. Petersburg — Leningrad school of ancient archaeology, the brightest
representatives of which were M.1. Rostovtsev and V.F. Gaidukevich, become fully apparent
in the book of collected articles. A big historical survey of Y.A. Vinogradov, in which last
decades theoretical prospecting of Leningrad school on history of interrelations of Hellenoi
and nomads is shown in a new aspect, is well matched to it. One should note that traditionally
among scientists the «barbarian factor» prevails over Greek factor.

Itis gratifying, that significant research being held by Russian specialists during the last
decade at the rural periphery of Asian part of the Bosporus, finds its reflection in publications
of this volume of «Bosporskiie issledovaniya». We hope it will be met positively and find
readers among scientists of Ukraine, Russia and specialists from abroad interested in it.
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
