The New Eocene Ipelates (Coleoptera, Agyrtidae) from the Bitterfeldian Amber. Perkovsky E. E. —
Second Late Eocene agyrtid species — Ipelates weitshati Perkovsky, sp. n. is described from the
Bitterfeldian amber. It is strongly differs from the 1. kerneggeri Perkovsky from Baltic amber by right
hind angles of pronotum and longer antennae with narrower segments of the club (7" antennal segment
1.9 times as long as wide, 11th antennal segment 2.5 times as long as wide). It differs from the recent
species of Ipelates with right hind angles of pronotum, I. striatipennis (Lewis) and I. castaneicolor
(Champion), by the smaller size and sculpture of pronotum.
