Afew transect counts madefrom a boat along channels in the Dnieper delta at
the end of June 2001 yielded some interesting bird observations: Pygmy
Cormorant Phalacrocorax pygmeus - common everywhere, at least 100 birds
were observed along a single randomly chosen car route 15 km long; Cormorant
Phalacrocorax carbo - only a single bird (the same route); Night Heron
Nycticorax nycticorax - 40 birds; Purple Heron Ardea purpurea - 16 birds;
Great White Egret Egretta alba - 3; Little Bittern Ixobrychus minutus - 6;
Cuckoo Cuculus canorus - very high breeding density, 60 birds on transect;
Whiskered Tern Chlidonias hybrida - mixedflocks with Black Terns Ch. niger
on most of shallow ponds visited, over 50 individuals were seen. Moustached
Warbler Acrocephalus melanopogon -a family group (thisspecies hasnot earlier
been recorded as breeding in the Dnieper delta). According to the hustman the
staff, Pygmy Cormorants are routinely shot as ducks in autumn; there is an
urgent need to disseminate information about this bird to hunters in Ukraine. In
general, there appears to be very little published information on this matter.

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New data about Griffon Vulture nesting and number in the Crimea. Kinda V.V.,
Prokopenko S.P. Ukrainian Society for Bird Conservation.

At present several nesting sites o f Griffon Vulture are determined in the Rocky
Crimea (Gypsfulvus Hablizl). Nests known earlier in Crimean Natural Reserve
on mount Basman (Kostin, 1983) and Babugan (Zubarovsky, 1977) are also
inhabited nowadays. Besides B.A.Appak informs about a nest registration on
the territory of Khalhal reserve (near Generalskoe village) and points to one
pair nesting on western slopes o f Chatyrdag, referring to Kozlov A. F. information.
Two nests o f Griffon Vulture werefounded 15.06.1997 near Sokolinoye village
in Bakhchisaraysky district (Kostin, Beskaravayny, 1999). All above-mentioned
places are situated westward of Karabi plateau. Farther to the east only one
occasion o fthis species breeding isknown in 1927 on Karadag roeku (Zubarovsky,
1977, according B.K. Shtegmans data).
