THE SURFACE WOODEN-AND-CLAY
HOUSES OF CHERNYAKHOV KULTURE

The most of the Chernyakhov population lived in
the surface houses. Most of the houses were from 10
to 50 square meters. There wer also found the rests of
«the long houses» with up to 160 square meters. The
houses with big living space had two-nave or three-
nave structure. The walls were ottem made from the
wattle coated with daub. Sometimes they were made
from blocks of sod or from vertical rows of logs. The roof
was covered with the reed which was often covered by
the layer of clay. Sometimes the track of posts can not
be found. In such cases it might be assumed that the
posts were installed on the horisontal wooden blocks.
In the ethnography the type of the wattle and daub
houses without vertical posts is well known, but on the
Chernyakhov settlements such houses were not traced.
After disappearance of the Chernyakhov culture on
this territory the tradition of the surface housebuilding
came to the end.
