Summary. The central issue is to study the genesis of foreign policy of the U.S.A. The purpose of article is study
the foreign policy views of the Tory-Loyalist and Whig-Patriots in the pamphlets published within the period
between the First and Second Continental Congress: October 1774 — May 1775. The following findings were
obtained.

1. Foreign policy views of the Whig-Patriots and Tory-Loyalists had a common base: beliefs in the hostility of
the international environment. The European powers - France and Spain — were planned to take over colonies.
The Whig-Patriots and Tory-Loyalists equally understood the role of the British Colonies in North America
toward Balance of power in Europe and Western Hemisphere: colonies were very important power source for
the future of one of the European Imperia and foothold for continental expansion in the North America.

2. The principal differences of the positions between these two groups lay in the field of understanding of the
British government decisions on the foreign reaction on conflict inside Great Britain. The Whig-Patriots were
convinced that France, Spain, Holland would support the colonies in their confrontation with the mother-
country, that encouraged the British government to make concessions in the aim of salvation of the imperial
power. The Tory-Loyalists followed the opposite views: as a result of the inability and unwillingness of the
European powers to support the colonies and spoil relations with one of the most powerful Empire, the British
Government suppressed the insurgent colonies in the North America.

3. The debate between the two groups showed that neither the Whig-Patriots nor Tory-Loyalists were out of the
range of ideas that existed in the British colonies after the end of the Seven Years' War.

Summary. On the basis of archival materials and historical literature in the article has been shown the fact that
Yalta conference -1945 was called to settle out European post-war problems which appeared after the ending of
the World War II. It is underlined, that one of the main questions there was arisen a question about the creation
of the United Nations Organization. Also was made an accent that participants of the conference expressed their
different opinion concerning the actual problems involved into the conference. At the same time the participants
demonstrated their skills to achieve the consent at the table of negotiations and showed an opportunity to search
mutual understanding and to concede by going to the compromise in the name of the peace.

1t is necessary to emphasis, that V.Molotov and A.lden voted for transfer at the following adjusting conference of
the United Nations of the invitation for Ukrainian and Byelorussian Soviet Socialist Republics. Besides, the
heads of three governments Josef Stalin, W. Cherchill and F.Ruzvelt were succeeded to achieve the consent on
this question. The article points out an idea that Stalin didn’t reflect much about interests of Ukraine but about
additional voices in the United Nations Organization and he also aspired to avoid the fact that Union republics
would achieve their membership in the Incorporated Nations independently, contrary to the USSR.
