There were Baranovka, Goncharovka, Kapkaz, Kopanaya Balka, Broska, Kugurluy, Larzhanka, Safiyany,
Matroska (Matrosskaya Sloboda), Staraya Nekrasovka and Novaya Nekrasovka. Inhabitants of these
communities were engaged in agriculture, viticulture, animal husbandry, fishing. tendencies in the settlement
area settlements, socio—economic development and land use, the formation of social, ethnic and religious
composition of the population in the mid—nineteenth century. Among suburbs of Izmail of the most distinguished
Staraya Nekrasovka and Novaya Nekrasovka. Inhabitants were Russian Old Believers (Nekrasovites) and
differed from the Orthodox Ukrainians and Moldovans. After failing for the Russian Empire East war of 1853—
1856 Izmail’s suburbs became part of the Principality of Moldavia.

Summary. Using Tavria Province of that time, the issues of the development of cattle breeding among the
Germans and the Mennonites of the southern region of modern Ukraine in the second half of the 19th — at the
beginning of the 20th centuries are being reviewed in the article. Basing himself on some concrete statistic data,
the author makes an attempt to fix principal features and tendencies as well as reasons which caused the
development of this agriculture branch among the German — speaking settlers of Southern Ukraine.
