Summary: The article follows the history of formation and development of scientific views of the founder of the
tradition of postcolonial critique in anthropology, a prominent British—American scientist Talal Asad. It is noted
that the formation of these views was strongly influenced by education in the Islamic family of his father
Muhammad Asad, an apologist for Islamic Culture, as well as a disappointment in the Western culture when he
became an adult. This disappointment was connected with the realization that the Western culture had a great
element of Islamophobia. The formation of his specific views on culture was influenced not only by ideas of his
university professors, representatives of the functionalism in anthropology which he criticized, but also by the
ideas of K. Marx, L. Wittgenstein and M. Foucault. It is emphasized that even before the book by E. Said
«Orientalismy and academic recognition of postcolonial criticism as a scientific direction, Asad initiated
discussions on problems of «Anthropology and Colonialismy», and became an editor of a collection of articles
dedicated to this subject. Based on the Asad’s texts we defined theoretical and methodological guidance of his
anthropological discourse, considered postcolonial critique of the anthropological concept of «cultural
translationy, the universalistic definition of the concept of «religion», and prejudiced attitude to the Islamic
tradition, inherent for the western anthropology. Conclusions were made concerning the relevance of the Asad’s
ideas of postcolonial anthropology to analyze the situation in Ukrainian culture which resembles the
postcolonial one.

Summary. The article analyzes the consideration of the problems of interaction of conscious and unconscious in
the structure of cultural activities in the writings of theorists of the Frankfurt School, particularly Herbert
Marcuse "One—Dimensional Man", "Eros and Civilization", Max Horkheimer "Eclipse of Reason", "Dialectic of
Enlightenment" and Theodor Adorno "Negative dialectics".

Marcuse’s critique of Freudianism is simultaneously a critique of contemporary Neo—Freudianism : offering his
own review of classical psychoanalysis in the social and historical line, he does not attempt to desexualize or
debiologize it, but, vice versa, — proclaims the liberation of Eros as prerequisite for non—repressive culture and
realizing the idea "great refusal”.

Horkheimer also does not consider that it is necessary to review the sources of unconscious toward it’s
desexualization, cause only unconscious has the potency to resist the pressure of "social processes", that
