Fedoruk Ya. Pereiaslav 1654: Prefaces, Historical, Juridical
Content, and Concequences in the Era of the Bohdan
Khmelnytsky Movement

The article analyses the Treaty of Pereiaslav in 1654 between the
Cossack Ukraine and Muscovy. There are three sections in it:
a) prefaces of the treaty from the beginning of the Khmelnytsky’s
revolt, especially relations between Ukraine and Muscovy; b) an
overview of Russian and Ukrainian historiography on the historical
and juridical content of this treaty; c) consequences of the treaty for
the foreign and military policy of Ukraine till the death of the hetman
on 27 July (o. s.) 1657. The author came to the conclusion that the
Treaty of Pereiaslav couldn’t justify hopes of the hetman about
liberation of all Ukrainian territories from the Buh (Western) River
to the border with Muscovy. Instead of the organizing of the military
campaing against Crown of Poland in the western direction Alexei
Mikhailovich followed traditional Russian policy from the late 16th
century to spread his power to Livonia and the Baltic sea.
